Because Israel’s kings proved to be bad shepherds, Ezekiel declares that
the Lord will assume the role of shepherd in Israel. The Lord will also set
over them a shepherd-messiah, “my servant David,” who will feed and
care for the people.
11Thus says the Lord God: | myself will search for my shee{), and will
seek them out. 12As shepherds seek out their flocks when he?/ are
amon? their scattered sheep, so | will seek out my sheep. | will rescue
them from all the places to which they have been scattered on a day of
clouds and thick darkness.

41Then he will
say to those at his left hand, “You that are accursed, depart from me into
the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels; 4Zfor | was hungry
and you Pave me no food, | was thirsty and you gave me nothing to _
drink, 43I'was a stranger and you did not welcome me, naked and you did
not give me clothing, sick and in prison and you did not visit me.” 44Then
they also will answer, ‘Lord, when was it that we saw P/OU hungry or thirsty
or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not take care of _
ou?’ 45Then he will answer them, “Truly | tell you, just as you did not do it
o one of the least of these, you did not do it to me.” 46And these will go
away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.”
